The Osgoode Village Medieval Festival is an exciting, growing family event located in rural south Ottawa. Currently in its 4th year, it features live jousting, archery, games, food and crafts. In year one, 2008, approximately 800 people attended. The next year 2,000 people came to enjoy the sights and sounds of this festival unique to Ottawa. In 2010 we had a fenced site and attendance was approximately 3,000.

In 2011 the festival will be held on July 9-10 with the addition of an Education Day on Friday July 8. We anticipate a greater turnout for this year.

As a local craftsperson, you are invited to be a merchant and reach out to a whole new market. The cost for the weekend will be $100 with the fee being reduced to $75 for any merchant participating in education day. As well, space preference will be given to those doing demos on Friday.

The space is outdoors and plentiful, you will have to provide your own shelter and tables and chairs. Please advise us on how much square footage you will require. Liability insurance with a minimum $1,000,000 coverage is required, and proof must be furnished before set-up can begin.

Costume standards will not be enforced, but dressing in a period style will add to your overall enjoyment of the show and is encouraged.

At this time we have a fenced-in area where booths can be left set-up and left overnight. Although we have hired security for after hours in the festival area, we are not responsible for theft or disappearance of goods left in your booth overnight.

If you wish to participate in this dynamic festival, we ask that you fill out the vendor application form and submit it to Brenda Fedun at the address given . Please list the products that you wish to sell on the jury form. The jury will decide on the suitability of your items. The festival reserves the right to ask a merchant to remove any items not approved by the jury, or deemed to be offensive in any way.

We hope that you will participate in our festival and be as enthusiastic as we are.
